Containment of specimens is triple-layered, i.e.: 

· Leak proof container wrapped in sufficient absorbent material to absorb the entire contents

· Leak proof secondary packaging

· Rigid outer packaging

Paperwork/documentation to accompany the specimen is placed between the secondary and outer packaging and includes:

· Sender’s details

· Delivery details

· Emergency contact details

· Description of the contents

The outer packaging is labelled ‘Biological Substance Category B’ and carries the UN3373 diamond-shaped symbol.
