	General Requirements to Prepare for Medical Emergencies 

	Ensure an up-to-date medical history is taken for each patient to help identify those at risk of having a medical emergency
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Appoint individual to be responsible for drugs and equipment
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Ensure all staff know where emergency drugs and equipment are kept
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Check supplies of equipment and drugs weekly, and log checks
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Keep the BVM (bag-valve-mask) connected to the oxygen cylinder at all timesPI
